
 

Report on a One-day State Level Seminar on "In Defence of Democracy, Diversity and 

Dialogue: Constitutional Ethics and Values of our rePublic " Held on 29th November 

2023, Organized by the Department of Political Science and in Collaboration with 

IQAC 

• Garhbeta College, Department of Political Science, and in collaboration with IQAC, 

organized a one-day State-level seminar on the theme of this seminar, " In Defence of 

Democracy, Diversity, and Dialogue: Constitutional Ethics and Values of our 

Republic." The seminar was held on 29th November 2023, and the Venue was the 

Seminar Hall of Garhbeta College. 

• Dr. Hariprasad Sarkar, the Principal of the College and President of the seminar, 

formally inaugurated the workshop. Principal Sir started the seminar with his 

welcome address and presented a brief speech on the Constitution of India, The 

Preamble, Democracy, and the Electoral System. In his speech, he explained why it is 

very important for all students to know the Indian Constitution. He feels that it is 

essential for the students to learn the basic Fundamental Rights and Duties of the 

citizens recorded in the Indian Constitution.

• Prof. Debnarayan Modak, as the Resource Person, introduced the main topics of the 

Seminar, like Democracy, Diversity, Constitutional Ethics, and Values , to the 

students in very simple animations of these words. Professor Modak's session ended 

by raising questions about the Constitution and interacting with the students. 

• Dr. Eyasin Khan, another Resource Person, explained the keywords in the Preamble 

to the students in a very structured manner to increase the acceptance of the Seminar. 

He presented to the students about the Fundamental Rights, Fundamental Duties, and 

Constitutional Structure of the Indian Constitution, and the students were very 

enthusiastic about understanding the main points of the Seminar. 

• The Seminar was very acceptable and relevant to the students. Twelve teaching and 

Non-teaching staff members and 139 Students participated in it, greatly enhancing its 

significance.
